INTRODUCTION:

In this workshop, students will participate in a narrative writing assignment. They will learn through instruction and various handouts/resources. Students will learn how to identify their audience, provide meaningful details, develop ideas, think critically, provide peer feedback, use visuals and audio to support their work, and participate in the editing process. They will have a brief introduction to grammar and will be expected to work on sentence structure and clarity in their writing while still holding true their unique style. The main goal of this assignment will be to access where they are at in the writing process and for students to learn about each other's cultures and backgrounds. This will provide the space to meet students where they are and promote a classroom that respects diversity as it applies to learning. Students' ideas will be appreciated and preserved as we know that the best way to teach writing is to "highlight audience, purpose, genre, and usability in ways that resonate with them in their daily lives" (Cox et al., 2009). The narrative assignments promote a fun way to implement and learn about the writing process.

In addition to the above, I will write a narrative alongside the students. They will provide feedback on their peer's work and mine as well. In doing so, I will work with them on their approach to feedback from a positive, encouraging perspective. The main goal is not to overwhelm students. Students will work on small assignments in class each week. I won't limit students in terms of the paragraph or word requirements, only guidelines, since it's clear that The five-paragraph essay doesn't promote "individual thinking and creativity" (Unc et al., 2016). In the end, they will have written an entire narrative in steps. Aside from providing and receiving feedback and going home to work on the provided feedback each week, they will have two more opportunities to submit a rough and final draft. This project is meant to familiarize students with the process of writing from a step-by-step, creative approach.

DAILY LESSON PLAN FORM

Objectives:

The main objective of this assignment is to get to know one another, as well as familiarize students with the basics of the writing process by introducing students to the audience, idea development, critical thinking skills, and the editing process. They will receive instruction on how to give and receive open, respectable feedback.
Materials Needed: 
Laptop/Smart Phone/Computer/Paper/Pen/Video/Pictures/Any format students feel comfortable working with.
Activities:

	Teacher Procedures
	Student Responsibilities

	90min class
	Introduce students to narrative writing by providing samples of other’s writing. Hold a discussion with students asking for their initial thoughts on the narrative they’ve read. Ask them to point out what they like about the work. Show a brief video on how to give feedback and what to look for in a paper. 
	To engage in the reading process and learn to think critically about the ideas presented to them in  the writing. To identify the audience the narrative appeals to and to learn how to discuss writing and talk about feedback.

30min of feedback and peer review
	“About Me” page:

Break students up into small groups and have them write a brief introduction: Who are you? Where are you from? What you will find out in the following paragraphs. Who is your family?

Who is the audience or who will read this paper? They can choose whichever audience they like and we will go over how to appeal to that chosen audience. During the sharing process, students will learn how to write for various audiences. Provide a handout on audience and grading rubrics for feedback.
	Read the assignment requirements.

Answer prompt questions and apply these to their paper.

Write 300-500+ Words introducing who the student is and what to expect in the following pages. Read a brief handout on how to appeal to different audiences. 
Share work with peers and provide review and feedback.

30min of feedback and peer review
	“What’s important to me? A Few of My Favorite Things.”:
Students will be given prompt questions:

What do I do for fun? What’s important to me? What is my favorite music? What is the food of my culture and what is my favorite food? Do I play sports? Watch TV? Provide a handout on and discussion of idea development and looking within.
	Answer prompt questions and apply these to their paper. 

Write 300-500+ Words discussing what it is that they do for fun and what some of their favorite things and activities are.. 

Share work with peers and provide review and feedback. 


	60min

30min feedback and peer review
	“Passions/Influences/Future”:
Students will be asked to discuss what they are passionate about in life and how that ties in to their future. They will be asked to discuss who or what has been most influential in their reaching this decision. I will give them some samples of my own writing with answers to these questions. They will work in small groups and will walk around the classroom discussing the answers to their questions with them. 
	Answer prompt questions and apply these to their paper.

Write 300-500+ Words discussing what they passionate about and how they will apply that to their future. They will discuss what their most important influences have been. Students will be expected to discuss these answers within their groups as a way to learn about one another. 
Share work with peers and provide review and feedback.

30min discussion on what makes us all different
	 “More about me”: 
What else would I like my audience to know about me?

Watch a video of sharing and talk about something else they might not know about me.

Encourage students to share their unique interests and discuss them with one another.  
	Answer prompt questions and apply these to their paper.
Write 300-500+ Words discussing something extra or unique about themselves. Provide details. 

Have a discussion with peers

	60min 

30min feedback and peer review
	“The End”:
What did you learn about me? What was the purpose of this work? What do I want the audience to take away from this? 

Provide resources for the editing and revision process. 

Provide resources for adding visuals and/or audio for effect. Discuss why this could be helpful. 
Editing process and reworking sentence structure. Encourage students to review handouts on editing and grammar that were provided at the  beginning of the course. 
	Answer prompt questions and apply these to their paper.
Write 300-500+ Words tying everything together that they’ve discussed. 
Read handouts on the revision process. 

Start thinking about whether they’d like to add videos or pictures

	Rough Drafts:

Discuss what I’d like them to work on during their revisions. Provide students with my rough draft narrative. 
	Revise/Edit/Final Rough Draft

Student review my work

	Final Draft:

Discuss the final product

Provide resources and handouts about polishing a paper and tying up loose ends.

	Provide a handout on personal reflections. Discuss my own relationship with writing.
	Discuss final paper grades and wrap up what they have learned. Write a reflection on their relationship with writing before and after this workshop. 


How Student Learning is Assessed and Analyzed (formal and informal):
I will access students weekly, expecting to see slight improvement at the end of each week. Students will be broken up into small groups that I will take the time to sit with for a few minutes to provide one-on-one attention. Their work will be assessed by how they interpret the material, how they utilize and implement feedback from peers and me, and how they analyze their peer’s work. They will not be graded on grammar, but they will receive feedback and basic instruction on forming cohesive sentences. In doing so, I plan on respecting their dialect and chosen style of writing.
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
